The Read Write Inc. book will enable children to practise

Reading Comprehension
To support children’s understanding and ability to interpret what they have read, a variety of question
types are used. These are placed into groups (Content Domains) which children will be assessed against. The
information below gives examples of the different types of questions and may be useful when reading and
discussing a book with your child. The questions are grouped using the Oughti Reading Family characters.
Each character has a different focus in reading.

1a: Draw on knowledge of vocabulary to understand texts.

e What does this... word/phrase/sentence... tell you about... character/setting/mood etc?

o Highlight a key phrase or line. By using this word, what effect has the author created?

e Inthe story, 'x' is mentioned a lot. Why?

e The author uses words like ... to describe .... What does this tell you about a character or setting?

e What other words/phrases could the author have used?

e The author uses ...words/phrases...to describe ... How does this make you feel?

e How has the author made you and/or character feel ...happy /sad/angry/ frustrated/lonely/bitter
etc? Can you find those words?

e Which words and /or phrases make you think/feel...?

1b: Identify and explain key aspects of fiction and non-fiction texts, such as

characters, events, titles and information.

e Where/when does the story take place?

e What did s/he/it look like?

e Who was s/he/it?

e Where did s/he/it live?

Can you think of another story which has a similar theme; e.g. good over evil; weak over strong; wise
over foolish? Do you think this story will go the same way?

Which stories have openings like this? Do you think this story will develop in the same way?

Why did the author choose this setting? How will that affect what happens next?

How is character ‘X’ like someone you know? Do you think they will react in the same way?
